Policies and Guidelines 
 

Tuition is based on classes assigned for the entire school year, not on the number of lessons in a month. Therefore, 
tuition may be paid in full in August or divided into 9 payments. Payment # 1 is due in August/September with your annual 
family registration fee of $50. The remaining 8 payments are due the first week of each month beginning October 2010. 
The last payment is due in May 2011. Tuition is due regardless of school vacations, or family trips. Your child is welcome 
and encouraged to makeup missed classes at their assigned level on any alternate days. Ask your child’s teacher or 
administration. Late Fees: Tuition will be considered late after the 10th of the month. There will be a $10 late fee for 
payments after that date.  

Check In: All students will check in with the receptionist in the lobby before each class. Please arrive 5 minutes 
before class begins. Encourage your child to use the restroom before class begins. Tuition may be given to the 
receptionist.  

Dress Code and Ballet Etiquette:  All students will come in uniform. Girls: black leotard and pink tights and 
shoes for the girls. Boys: white leotard, or fitted white T-shirt, black tights and either black or white shoes. Girls’ 
hair must be in a bun. If hair is short, please pull it back from the face and secure with barrettes. No leg 
warmers, sweatshirts, shorts or sweaters in class. Please do not wear jewelry to ballet class. No gum or food in 
class. The student may bring water. Please be on time for your class. Once the class has begun, the student 
may not enter without permission from the teacher.
